Drawing on his book ‘Economics for the 
Common Good’, he maps a common-
sense path to putting earlier negotiations 
back on track.

Our high-carbon eating habits have 
damaged the environment and now 
threaten our future. Encouraging more 
sustainable practices, from the farm to 
the kitchen table, will require a regulatory 
recipe with multiple ingredients, says TSE 
economist Céline Bonnet. But consumers 
may find it hard to swallow.

In the wake of the 2015 Volkswagen 
testing scandal, research by TSE’s Mathias 
Reynaert suggests that emission standards 
can be a risky and unpredictable policy 
tool. Investigating strategic responses 
in the European car market, he finds a 
growing divergence between on-road fuel 
consumption and laboratory results that 
suggests widespread ‘gaming’ of tests by 
manufacturers.

In the midst of the Covid-19 crisis, it is clear that the 
health of our bodies, economies, and our shared 
planet are deeply interconnected. December’s special 
edition webinar, brought together TSE climate 
experts to address current and future threats, and 
discuss economic solutions to getting public goals, 
tools and policies right - worldwide - to save the 
planet, collectively.

Their free carbon footprint 
calculator will encourage individuals, businesses 
and communities to modify their consumption 
patterns as existing tools are often expensive, frag-
mented and lacking in methodological transparency.
